IT is notified for general information that His bcellency the Governor-General has 
approved the following Determinations for the Unit Citation for Gallantry and the 
Meritorious Unit Citation: 

I, WlLLIAM GEORGE HAYDEN, Govexnor-General of the Commonwealth of 
M a ,  having received the approval of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth Il for the 
designs of the Unit Citation for Gallantry and the Meritorious Unit Citation, and 
acting under regulations 4 and 5 of the Unit Citation Regulations, determine as 
follows: 

A. The Unit .Gtationfor C d h t r y  

Award of Unit Citation for Gallantry 
1. The Unit Citation for Gallantry comprises an award of a Certificate of Citation to 
a Unit signed by the Governor-General and insignia of the Citation worn by members 
of the Unit. 

m a c s i g n  
21 The insignia of the Citation is a gilt sterling silver rectangular £tame 32 
millimehs wide and 15 millimetns deep surrounding a deep-grm ribbon bar 28 
millimekes wide and 1 0  millimeks deep with a design of flames emanating from the 
fiame's outer cdgs to the anme. 

22  A gilt sterling silver Federation Star 7 millimetrcs in diameter is placed at the 
centre of the ribbon bar in accordance with paragraph 3.1. 

Bltitlanent to wear hsigoia 
3.1 When a Unit is awarded a Citation, each person who was a member of the Unit 
at thc time of the action for which a Citation is awarded, or during the period to

3.3 A pmon who j o b  the Unit after the time for which a Citation has been 
awarded may be entitled, while the person remains a member of the Unit, to wear the 
insignia of the Citation without the Federation Star accordinn to the relevant Scmcc 
dress regulations. 
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Wearing of insignia dress 
4. The Chief of Staff or the delegate of the Chief of Staff of each arm of the Defence 
Force may determide eligibility to wear the insignia of the Citation and its manner of 
wearing in accordadcc with: 

(a) the custom of wearingon the left breast honours and awards instituted by 
The Sovereign; and , 

(b) the relevant Semct drtss regulations. 

In&& miniatawe 
5.1 The insignia miniature is a two-thirds size replica of the insignia of the Citation 
surrounding a rninianrre ribbon bar 18 millimetrcs wide. 

5.2 The miniature is worn in accordance with the appropriate Service drss 
regulations whenever miniatures of orders, decorations and medals arc worn. 

Fnrther awards 
6.1. Stcond and subsequent awards arc remgniscd by ,the presentation of a further 
Certificate of Citation to the Unit signed by the Governor-General. 

6.2. Only one insignia of the Citation may be worn by a member. 

B. The Meritorious Unit Citation 

Award of Meritorious Unit Citation 
7. The Meritorious Unit Citation comprises an award of a Certilicate of Citation to a 
Unit signed by the Governor-General and insignia of the Citation worn by members 
of the Unit. 

Insigniadesign 
8.1 The insignia of the Citation is a rhodium plated sterling silver rectangular M e  
32 millimetres wide and 15 millirnetres deep surrounding a ribbon bar of old gold 28 
millimetres wide and 10 millimetres deep with a design of flames emanating from the 
frame's outer edges to the centre. 

8.2 A rhodium plated sterling silver Federation Stat 7 millimetres in diameter is 
placed at the centre of the ribbon bar in accordance with paragraph 9.1. 
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Entitlement to wear insignia 
9.1 When a Unit is awarded a Citation, each person who was a member of the Unit 
at the time of the action for which a Citation is awarded, or during the period to 
which the Citation relates, is entitled to wear the Federation Star. 

9.2 The insignia of the Citation and Federation Star may be worn by those members 
mentioned in paragraph 9.1 whenever full size orders, decorations and medals arc 
worn. 

9.3 A person who j6ins the ~ d t  afkr the time for which a Citation has k n  
awarded may be entitled, while the person.remains a member of the Unif to wear the 
insignia of the Citation without the Federation Star according to the relevant Service 
dress regulations. 

Wearing of insignia dnss 
10. The Chief of SUE or the delegate of the Chief of Staff of each arm of tht 
Defence Force may determine eligibility to wear the insignia of the Citation and its 
manner of wearing in accordana with: 

(a) the custom of wearing on the left breast honours and awards instituted by 
The Sovereign; and 

@) the relevant Service dress regulations. 

Insignis miniatnre 
11.1 The insignia phiature is a two-thirds size replica of the insignia of the Citation 
surrounding a miniature ribbon bar 18 millimetres wide. 

11.2 The miniature is worn in accordance with the appropriate Service dress 
regulations whenever miniatures of orders, dearations and medals an worn.

121. Scmnd and subsequent awards are nmgnised by the presentation of a further 
Certificate of Citation to the Unit signed by the Governor-General.
